Outside in the month of December

Mistletoe

If you walk past the triangle of grass and plants at the top of Clyde Road - the one
with Steve’s tree — look up at the tallest tree there. You can see even more Mistletoe
than usual. The same’s true of some trees in Radcliffe Road. Maybe it's a good year
for Mistletoe?

Mistletoe is a semi-parasitic shrub that grows on tallish trees. It is a source of food
for certain birds (eg the rare Mistle Thrush) and insects.

There have long been beliefs / myths / traditions associated with Mistletoe in a
variety of cultures.
